	Read consent form, answer questions, sign consent form, told what to do next. Eating schedule is set up, I assume
	Participant will wonder and ask about how to collect the stool sample and about the dye pills (again). At the end the Participant will summarize:

P: So as I understand this, we:

· come in to lab 3x a day to eat breakfast, lunch and supper (and snacks) for 18 days – 

· eat a a peanut-based diet for half that time. 

· Get reimbursed 50$ after the first session and $350 after we finish.
· Get measured for various things.
· Get random blood sticks - how many?

· spit in a cup

· Keep activity and appetite logs

· Take dye pills and watch for them to come through

· Take the stool samples between dye pills for two sessions

Carole: You got it. 

P: Where do I sign?

Carole: Remember you’ll need to fast before you come in the first day – and plan to spend extra time, because we’ll do the measures.
